PROPERTY SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT


This MEMORANDUM OF PROPERTY SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT is made this ____ day of _____________________, 200___, by and between _______________ of Charlotte, Mecklenburg County, North Carolina (hereinafter referred to as "Husband") and ______________________ of Charlotte, Mecklenburg County, North Carolina (hereinafter referred to as "Wife").

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE


On ____________, ______, Husband and Wife entered into a Mutual Release and Settlement Agreement under the terms of which the parties, among other things, released all rights arising out of the marital relationship, including rights in and to the property of the other which might be acquired subsequent to the execution of said Agreement.  The parties now desire to enter into this Memorandum of Agreement and to have said Memorandum placed on public record as evidence of the right of each other party to deal freely with property without the joinder of the other party.

AGREEMENT


Husband and Wife agree that each may hereafter purchase and convey any kind of property, whether real or personal (tangible or intangible), free from the consent or joinder of the other party, and each party specifically authorizes the other party to convey or encumber any such property without his or her consent or joinder.  Any such property which is now solely owned, or which in the future may be solely owned by either Husband or Wife, shall be and remain the sole property of such party.  Should any purchaser require the non-owning party to join in the execution of any deed, conveyance or bill of sale relating thereto, the non-owning party agrees to execute such instrument for the sole purpose of releasing any interest that he or she might have in the property, providing the non-owning party is not required to assume any personal obligation or liability thereunder.  Each party may henceforth acquire, hold, manage, alienate, lease and convey his or her separate property without the other party's knowledge, further consent or joinder, in accordance with the provisions of North Carolina General Statutes § 39-13.4, just the same as if the party had never been married to the other.
