AGREEMENT TO TERMINATE LEASE 

WHEREAS, _______________is the current owner and landlord (Landlord) of the property known as ____________________________________ (the Property); 


WHEREAS, ______________________(Tenants) are currently renting the Property from Landlord; 
WHEREAS, ____________________________(Property Manager) manages the Property for landlord;


WHEREAS, The aforementioned parties entered into a lease agreement for the rental and management of the rents for the Property (collectively, Lease), dated on or about July 1, 2013; and


WHEREAS, Landlord and Tenant desire to terminate the Lease prior to the end of the Lease term; 

NOW THEREFORE, by agreement of the parties and for good cause shown, and good and valuable consideration the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties hereby agree as follows:

1. Tenant shall pay the April 2014 rental payment to Landlord on or before April 1, 2014 with time being of the essence; 

2. The Lease term shall end April 30, 2014 with time being of the essence; 
3. Tenants shall surrender all keys to the Property on or before April 30, 2014 to Landlord or Property Manager with time being of the essence;  
4. Upon surrender of the keys by Tenant to landlord or Property Manager, Landlord shall remit to Tenant the sum of $5,400.00 within 1 business day to Tenant at the following address:

5. Tenant shall remove the following items of personal property prior to the surrender of keys to the Landlord or Property Manager, and items of personal property not removed by Tenant upon surrender of the keys shall hereby be deemed abandoned by Tenant, and Tenant hereby consents to landlord’s disposal of such personal property as Landlord desires:  

Master bedroom bed, mattress, pillows, linens and television; living room leather chair; ottoman; bookcases; kitchen TV; pots, pans, cookware, dishes, glassware, and utensils; surround sound system; and living room television and television table; 
The following items of personal property shall not be removed by Tenant: 
All other personal property including, but not limited to, rugs, bar stools, bedroom table lamp and bedroom artwork;
6. Landlord and Tenant agree that Property Manager shall inspect the Property after Tenant vacates the Property and that Property Manager shall determine whether or not any of the Security Deposit shall be applied to repair damage to the property above normal wear and tear, pursuant to the terms of the Lease;  

7. Tenant shall cooperate with Landlord, Landlord’s agents and Centralized Showing Service with regard to unimpeded and unoccupied access to the Property for showing the Property to prospective purchasers; tenant agrees that 24 hours notice to temporarily vacate the Property for the aforementioned showing of the Property is sufficient and Tenant agrees that Tenant shall have the Property in a condition suitable for showing to prospective purchasers; and 

8. All other terms and conditions of the Lease shall remain in full force and effect.
